Please use these instructions to help you fill out the application for free or reduced-price school meals. You only need to submit one application per household, even if
your children attend more than one school in [school district]. The application must be filled out completely to certify your children for free or reduced-price school
meals. Please follow these instructions in order! Each step of the instructions is the same as the steps on the application. If at any time you are not sure what to do
next, please contact [school/school district contact with preferred phone and email].
